INSTRUCTIONS ON HOW TO LOCATE RELEVANT PASSAGE PLAN

1. Confirm vessels final destination. Eg.  - Caltex Terminal Berth No.2. (OCAL2)

2. Look into the ‘LOCATION CODE FOR PILOTAGE MOVEMENTS’ and select the berth from the list of terminals under NAME OF TERMINAL. Eg.  - Caltex Berth No.2 can be found on page 1 no.20.

3. On the corresponding row it can be found that ‘Caltex Terminal’ has been sectorised under EAST JURONG.

4. If the vessel is coming from the East and picking up pilot at Pilot Boarding Ground A then the correct Passage Plan to be used would be Plan No.13 (see PILOTAGE PASSAGE PLAN)

5. If the vessel is coming from the West and picking up pilot at Western Boarding Ground B the correct Passage plan to be used would be Plan No.14. (see PILOTAGE PASSAGE PLAN)

6. On Departure for Eastbound vessels, Passage Plan No.15 would be used and if the vessel is Westbound then use Passage Plan No.12.

7. Please note that for some terminals the same Passage Plan would be used irrespective of whether the vessel is arriving from the East or from the West as it is the only route from the Boarding Ground the berth.
